The following are miscellaneous PDL changes that will be effective on 05/24/2007.

Coreg CR will now be preferred and available without pa.  Dosing limits will allow the pharmacy to process a prescription for 1 capsule per day. If exceeding these dosing limits, prior authorization will be required.

Zolpidem tartrate will now be preferred and available without pa. Dosing limits will allow the pharmacy to process a prescription for 12 tablets per 34 days supply without pa. If exceeding these dosing limits, prior authorization will be required. 

Ketorolac tablets will now be preferred and available without pa. Dosing limits will allow the pharmacy to process a prescription for 24 tablets per 5 days supply every 30 days without pa. If exceeding these dosing limits, prior authorization will be required. 

The following are PDL changes that will be effective on 06/14/2007.

Proscar tablets will now be non-preferred and require prior authorization.

Finasteride tablets will now be preferred and will not require prior authorization.
