 The MaineCare Safety Net process is designed to accommodate situations where the primary transaction did not result in a proper plan response.

MaineCare will allow the use of the Safety Net other coverage code = 3 with the following criteria

· WellPoint BIN: 610053 with reject code. 
· Special PA allowed - when software is non-compliant and cannot submit WellPoint BIN w/reject code.

· PDP BIN numbers not equal to WellPoint will reject for prior authorization required, special PA to bypass PA required.
 

You must submit a valid PDP plan id (339-6C) Other Payer ID Qualifier = 03 for Bin and (340-7C) Other Payer ID which will represent the primary plan’s Bin number.

You must submit a valid rejection code from the primary payer indicating why they rejected the claim (471-5E) Other Payer Reject Count and (472-6E) Other Payer Reject Code.

Failure to supply the Plan ID from the primary payer or the reject codes will cause the claim to deny.

Reimbursement will follow existing MaineCare and MEDEL logic
