RE: Medicaid Tamper-Resistant Prescription Information

Dear Provider and Pharmacist:

The purpose of this letter is a reminder of the amendment in Section 7002(b) - U.S. Troop Readiness, Veterans' Care, Katrina Recovery, and Iraq Accountability Appropriations Act, 2007 signed into law on May 25, 2007. The Tamper Resistant Prescription Pad requirement.
To be considered tamper resistant by October 1, 2008, a prescription pad must contain three industry-recognized features, one from each of the following examples:

1. designed to prevent unauthorized copying of completed or blank prescription form;

2. designed to prevent the erasure or modification of information written on the prescription by the prescriber;
3. designed to prevent the use of counterfeit prescription forms.
Exceptions to the Act include drugs provided in nursing facilities, intermediate care facilities for the mentally retarded, and other specified institutional and clinical settings. The requirement does not apply to e-prescriptions, faxed prescriptions, or prescriptions communicated to the pharmacy by telephone.
