The following medications will be non-preferred and will require prior authorization:

Risperdal tablets

Hyoscyamine SL

Paroxetine CR



The following medications will be preferred and will not require prior authorization:

Risperidone tablets

Risperidone solution

Santyl oint.

Cefpodoxime 100mg tablet

Cefpodoxime susp.

The following are miscellaneous PDL changes/clarifications:

Cozaar 25mg will now have dosing limits of 4 tablets daily. 

Keppra XR will be added to PDL for clarification. Keppra XR has been preferred but will be distinguished on PDL from regular Keppra.

Papain products have been removed from the PDL due to FDA safety concerns.  There are numerous reports of hypersensitivity reactions...including anaphylaxis. The following products will no longer be distributed as of January 2009 and thus removed from the PDL, Accuzyme, Ethezyme, Panafil, Ziox, and other papain products. With the FDA’s concerns Santyl (collegenase) will be moved to the preferred side of the PDL for debriding chronic ulcers or burns.
Fluoroquinolones criteria on the PDL has been modified to clarify that clinical PA will be required for all preferred Fluoroquinolones for patients over 60 currently taking immunosuppressants or steroid therapy.
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
